Mid-year data 
 
We are pleased that our tamariki have made progress across the curriculum. We have the same 
percentage of students who are achieving at the expected curriculum level for their year currently, 
compared with at the end of 2021. For example at the end of 2021, in reading 64% of tamariki were 
achieving their expected curriculum level. Currently 60% have already achieved their end of year 
curriculum level. In writing, currently 47% of tamariki are already at or above their expected curriculum 
level. This compares favourably with the end of 2021, where 52% had achieved their appropriate level. 
Mathematics has the same trend. In 2021, 50% achieved the expected curriculum level, and currently we 
already have 49% achieving success. It is important to remember there are 2 more terms for tamariki to 
achieve their expected curriculum level.  
 
 

 

 
 
 
 

We are consistently reviewing our teaching and learning, to become even more effective teachers.  
We are purchasing resources to support our programmes and participating in professional learning.  
We understand that there have been many interruptions for our tamariki and we are working hard to 
accelerate progress. The board  is funding additional staff in 2022 to give our tamariki more one-on-
one learning. We believe that we will achieve success for our students and we look forward to sharing 
the end of 2022 data with you in December. Remember research shows the partnership between 
home and school has a substantial impact on student achievement, so come and get involved.
